Sentence Pattern:
Regardless of [noun/phrase], [sentence]
[sentence], regardless of [noun/phrase]

**Note: When you say “Regardless of [something]” it means that you don’t care about

[something], or that [something] will not affect your behavior.

Examples:
¢ Regardless of the heat, Jed will run in the marathon tomorrow.
¢ Jed will run in the marathon tomorrow regardless of the heat.

¢ | will try any food, regardless of the taste.

¢ Regardless of the dangers, Jake plans to climb that mountain in the rain.

* My boyfriend does whatever he wants regardless of my feelings.

* My boss needs to decide who he will hire for the Vice President position. Regardless
of his decision, I’'m sure this company will continue to be successful.
